1. The Seed: God’'s Word possesses the power to produce a
fruitful life.

2. The Sower: God faithfully passes His Word into human hearts.

3. The Soil: The way one listens to God’'s Word produces the
outcome.

Four Ways of Listening to God’s Word:

1. We may hear God's Word with disapproving ears.

2.  We may hear God’s Word with dabbling ears.

3.  We may hear God’s Word with divided ears.

4. We may hear God’'s Word with delighted ears.
